
 “Powerful Priorities – living a balanced life?”

 (Eph 5:15-17)
Think about the past week. Look back over your calendar. Look back over your banking transactions. What do you see? Now take that back over the last month. What do you see?

How have you spent your time?

How have you spent your money?

How we spend our time and our money reveals our PRIORITIES.

Our Priorities directly impact our Relationships! When we are juggling everything on a tight rope we find that often the impact on our relationships creates relationslips!

So what do we do? Before we unpack that there are 3 guiding principles that those who have been around a while have heard me say before… 
1. It may be less about your ‘TO DO’ list and more about your ‘TO DON’T’ list.

2. You may need to learn a powerful 2 letter word – ‘NO’

3. You will inevitably disappoint people. You will need to spread the disappointment around!

Your Priorities create Pathways
Proverbs 12 15 Fools think their own way is right, but the wise listen to others.

Proverbs 14 16 The wise are cautious and avoid danger; fools plunge ahead with reckless confidence.

Treat TIME as a TREASURE

Colossians 4 5 Live wisely among those who are not believers, and make the most of every opportunity.

Relationships are built on small, consistent deposits of time. You can't cram for what's most important. If you want to connect with your kids, you've got to be available consistently, not randomly.

James 4 14 How do you know what your life will be like tomorrow? Your life is like the morning fog—it’s here a little while, then it’s gone. 15 What you ought to say is, “If the Lord wants us to, we will live and do this or that.”
